· Step One - Set your digital camera to high resolution image capture (highest quality image).
· Step Two - Make sure your textile is straight, wrinkle free, and placed on a white surface that is not reflective (non shiny surface).
· Step Three - The distance between your camera and the textile should be approximately 45cm.  It should be full frame.  Full frame means that when you look into the camera, you only see the textile; the white surface background is completely covered.
· Step Four - Place a ruler or measurement tape on the textile to show the size of the design.  Place the ruler or tape at the bottom of the textile without covering a large part of the textile.

· Step Five - Before you take your first picture look at the lighting in the room.

· Try to take the photograph without using the flash.  If the image comes out dark or with a blue tint or a yellow tint, turn your flash on.  

· When you take the picture with the flash on, check to see that the image is not overexposed.  All the details in the picture should be clear with no white spots.  If the image is overexposed, you may have to move the camera away from the textile until your image is exposed correctly (without flash spots).  If you move the camera away from the textile (more than 45 cm), you will have to use the Zoom to fill the frame as described in step three. 

· Step Six - Include your textile reference name or number and the Intertex project number as part of name of the image file.  For example, “Millname.article123-Intertex.proj296.jpg”
